The purpose of the Congress is to specify the scope of sociological cognition of social reality, which is subject to rapid changes, in its global, regional, national, group and personal dimensions. The applications are considered by the chairpersons of the corresponding sections and the Organizing Committee members, who will take a decision whether the prospective presentations or poster presentations are included into the Congress program. 

The registration fee is US$ 35 for foreign participants to cover expenses on organization and publication of the Congress materials (the collection of abstracts and programme). The registration procedure will be conducted from June 15 till September 15, 2009. Information about the account number for transferring the registration fee will be provided separately (see the Congress’s website).

Please attach to your application an abstract (up to 200 words) of your presentation:  font Times New Roman, 12, spacing 1,5. Margins: left – 2,5 см, right – 1 cm, top – 2 cm, bottom – 2 cm.  

The centered name of the preferable section (plenary session, round table, master class) should be given on top of the page; in the next line provide the topic of your presentation in capital letters; in the third line – the presenter’s name and surname, his/her affiliation and e-mail.

The body of the abstract should be followed by 5 key words.  

The abstract should focus on the following aspects

· The problem which is being researched 
· The research methodology description 
· The main results and conclusions to be presented and substantiated in the presentation.

The abstract complete with the application should be sent to the Organizing Committee or to the chairpersons of the corresponding sections (round tables, master classes) before June 15, 2009.  Abstracts, which fail to meet the requirements or the deadline, won’t be considered for the Congress participation. 

The applicants whose abstracts have been selected for the Congress participation will be invited to submit the full texts of their presentations (they will be informed on the requirements at a later date) to the chairpersons of the corresponding sections or to the Organizing Committee before September 15, 2009.  

The Organizing Committee reserves the right to select and edit the materials submitted for the Congress participation. The collection of abstracts to be published before the beginning of the Congress is provided to the Congress participants subject to their payment of the registration fee. 
Participants of the Congress can send full texts of their reports that after reviewing might be published in professional collection of scientific articles “Methodology, Theory and Practice of Sociological Analysis of Modern Society”, which will be edited before the Congress.

While typing a text following requirements should be fulfilled:

Turn off “hyphenation”;

indent of the first line of each paragraph is made not via “Tab”, but automatically via menu Microsoft Word (Format – Paragraph – first page indent );

3.  drawings and diagrams should be made in Microsoft Word addition - Microsoft Graph;

4.
Space between words should be not more than 1 gap; spare gaps between words are not desirable.


References to the literature should be given in the end of the article in paragraph Literature in consecutive numeration order in accordance to the placement in the article.  

Articles are accepted on floppy disc or via e-mail in Microsoft Word. 
Article should make not more than 22000 signs (print – Times New Roman, size – 12, interval – 1,5; one page of А4 format contains approximately 2500 signs). Please, use Menu Service – Statistics.
